After getting question paper, students must check whether it
is his/her question paper or not.
Students should answer the easy questions first and then the
difficult one.
Students have to finish their writing at least 10 minutes
before ending the time. In the next 10 minutes, he/she has to
check whether Name, Roll, Section, Subject Name, Subject
Code and Question No, etc. are written properly or not.
Students have to submit the answer script after being
confirmed that everything is alright.

What to do for using wash room
Sufficient water should be used after using washroom.

Writing any bad words/comments in the washroom is strictly
prohibited.
Students should inform the Class Teacher immediately if any
problem is found in washroom.

Students must take Tiffin during Tiffin hour.
Playing instead of taking tiffin is prohibited.
Going out of school Building or Play ground is not allowed.
