Robotics 1s the branch of technology that deals with
the design, construction, operation and application of
robots as well as computer system for their control,
sensory feedback and analysis of information. This
technology deals with automated machines which
takes place as human in dangerous environment or
process of manufacturing or resemble humans in
appearance, behaviour and for cognition.

robots too. First actual Robot was made by American
inventor George Charles Devol. In 1930 the name of
his first invented industrial Robot was Unimate. But
main thinker of this Robot was anothcr Anmecrican
Scientist Joseph Frederick Engel Berge. Though he
has no contribution
Robot and Patent of industrial Robot is named after
Charles Devol. Engel Berge is considered as the
father of Robotics as entrepreneur. A Robot has five

in technical side for making

main Parts. These are mentioned below-

1. Controller:- The Computer connected to the
Robot. Often run by programs.

ii. Arm:- The parts of the Robot which move around
to put the end effector into the correct position.

iii. Drive:- The engine that moves the different parts
of Robot. Often powered by air, water-pressure or
electricity.

1v. End Effector : It is connected to the end of the
robot arm and can be a tool like grippers. vacuum
Pupm, Scalpel, blow torch etc.
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v. Sensor: It Sends feedback to the controller.
Enarplace are infrared. Light, Sound, pressure
and magnetic Robots work just like human
beings. Some high-tech companies have already
developed some pretty impressive Robots. For
example-ASIMO from Honda, AIBO from sony
etc. Robots can be three types- Automatic, Semi-
automatic and Re-programmable. An autonomous
Robot performs tasks with a high degree of
autonomy, which is particular desirable in ficlds
Such as space flight. house hold maintenance
(such as cleaning), waste water treatment and
delivering goods and services. Most of the Robots
used in factory/assembly environment are semi-
automatic. These concept commands from users
and can also be controlled remotely.

B Forgiveness - The concept of forgiveness
advocates letting go of negative emotions such as
anger and resentment towards those who have
caused us harm.

®  Gratitude - The practice of gratitude involves
recognizing all that enriches our lives- both great
or small- while also demonstrating appreciation to
those whose actions warrant acknowledgement.
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Methods of teaching moral values to
Children:

When it comes down to instilling moral values in
children there are various approaches that have proved
quite useful in this regard:

B Role modeling - It is a vital aspect of this process
since it allows kids to watch adults exhibiting
proper which they then mimic
consciously or subconsciously - therefore adults
around the child should prioritize character traits
such as rcspectfulness or cmpathy.

There are
about 120.000 items in the
museum.

It is the oldest known
monumental sculpture in Egypt and is commonly
believed to have been designed, sculpted and
constructed by ancient Egyptians of the Old
Kingdom during the reign of Pharaoh Khafre. It was
mainly made as their religious belief and to protect

the mummies.
